2. Business Excellence Award/THE PULSE AWARD

This award goes to a business who keeps downtown “alive” by having their “finger on the pulse” of downtown activities.  This business should be considered a “mainstay on Main Street” (does not have to be located on Main Street to be nominated).  Business Excellence Award is given to the business that has been a sustaining force to the economic vitality of downtown Danville.

· Financing – state and local assistance received. 

· Estimated costs (can be kept confidential if applicant makes notation on the application)

This award is presented to an individual or business that has invested in downtown by undertaking a new downtown development project within the past year.  Provide the following information: 

· The building’s size and style. 

· The building’s owners and tenants.

· Name of he contractor and/or architect.
