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Historic Constitution Square Arts Fest

Constitution Square Arts Fest in Danville has a long standing tradition of welcoming hundreds of school aged children to the event on Fridays of festival week.  The day is set-aside for students to experience the arts and explore and learn the history of the Commonwealth.  We are excited about Kid’s Day at the Constitution Square Festival and we hope you are planning to bring your students.  Kid’s Day will run from 8:30AM-2PM. Please take a look at the following offerings and pick what you would like your students to be scheduled for. A customized schedule will be made out for your students to follow. 

1. McDowell House Museum Tour: Time 50 minutes  

Cost: $1 per student (One adult per 10 children free. Other adults $4) 

This museum and apothecary is the former home and office of famous surgeon Dr. Ephraim McDowell.   He performed the first successful removal of an ovarian tumor in 1809.   Let your students learn about early life and medicine on their guided tour. The first 300 students to sign up will receive a free activity book. 

2. Kentucky School for the Deaf Tour: Time 45 minutes

Cost: $1 per student (One adult per 10 children free. Other adults $4) 

Let your students discover the history of deaf education as they tour KSD’s Jacob’s Hall, which dates from 1857. Once an integral part of the school it is now a museum on the campus.

3. Appalachian Music Performance and Sing Along: 25 minutes Cost: Free 

Professional performer Jennifer Rose Escobar will perform traditional Appalachian songs and ask your students to join in the fun! 

4. Civil War Reenactment Speaker: Time 25 minutes Cost: Free 

Your students will learn about Kentucky’s Battle of Perryville from two costumed actors. 

5. 4-H Crafts: Time: 25 minutes Cost: Free

Your students will experience art first hand. The craft activities are Magnetic Masterpiece, Fall Necklace, and Sparkling Leaf Magnet. A petting zoo will also be available for free (animal feed $.25). 

The festival will also feature FREE unscheduled activities!
· Artists at some booths will demonstrate for your students!! This gives them the wonderful chance to get up close to art & artists. (festival grounds) 

· The local library will have a booth with historical games & fun activities! (festival grounds) 

· Alison Craig’s painting exhibit will feature happy, cartoon-esque paintings! (Community Arts Center) 

· Monica Pipia’s painting exhibit will feature horses! (Community Arts Center)
